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	Paul Bisson has a Masters Degree in Business Administration (MBA) from the University of Ottawa (EMBA program), a Masters Degree in Human Development (MA) from Fielding Graduate University, in Santa Barbara, California. He has studied Governance and Leadership at Harvard University, Graduate School of Business Administration. Mr.Bisson is also working on a PhD at Fielding in Human Organizational Systems (HOS). His principal areas of interest in research disciplines and practices, related to Governance and Organizational Behavior, include; Systems Theories, Personality Theories, Ethics, Communication Theories, Developmental and Social Psychology and Organizational development practices within Corporate Boards of Directors and Upper Management.  In 2007, Mr. Bisson was the recipient of the prestigious Trudeau medal in recognition of his commitment to the community, to the university, and for his business achievements.

He has traveled to 30 countries with 20 of them for business, in Europe, Asia and all over North America.
